We
learnt new words like "squishy, stringy, and slimy".

This week the Saplings have been developing their fine motor skills. They have hammered golf tees
into pumpkins, strengthening their hand-eye coordination, and have also learnt to use scissors safely.
We learnt the rhyme ‘thumb on top, then we chop’ to help them hold the scissors correctly.

Now the weather is getting colder and wetter, please make sure that your child comes to school with
a warm and waterproof coat every day. The best learning often happens outside and it is important
the children are able to access the outdoors for their development. This may mean that your child
gets wet or muddy though so spare change of shoes, lots of socks, pants and trousers in your

child’s wet bag are especially important!

This week the children have been rehearsing their poem for their Bonfire Night performance. They had
a wonderful time performing to their parents and watching the fireworks display. In the classroom, we
have been learning about the story of Guy Fawkes and how bonfire night is celebrated. We have
created our own representations of fireworks using colourful chalks and black card.

Year 2 are very happy to be back in school and are excited for the half-term ahead!

Last half-term, the children were learning a song in music called ‘Count on Me’ by Bruno Mars. They
worked extremely hard to learn the melody, lyrics and play a variety of percussion instruments.
Combining all of these musical elements, the children were able to perform an ensemble in the final
week, showcasing their performance skills. We were all extremely proud of the children and can’t wait
to show you at the next celebration event!

During writing lessons last half-term, the children worked hard to produce an informative non-
chronological report about oceans. The children were eager to showcase their knowledge about ocean
habitats, the animals that live there and how we can protect the ocean.

Subject in focus - MFL

Year 11 students have been developing their French and Spanish skills further this half term, learning
how to discuss tricky topics such as social and global issues not only in English but in the foreign
language that they are learning too. They have been learning how to structure their written and spoken
responses in the format of a POINT paragraph to ensure they are giving in depth answers - So many
students have produced fantastic responses to particularly tricky questions.
